Welcoming Visitors to
Garrett County’s Four Seasons

By Sarah Myers

It’s easy to forget now, especially when most Deep Creek weekends are booked months in ad-
vance and we have named November, March and April the “shoulder seasons”, that there was

a time when Garrett County didn’t really know how to benefit from winter weather. For a long
while, the area was simple and predictable: people retreated to the mountains when the lake was
warm, left when the leaves were gone, and the county waited it out until spring. As Lynn
Beckman shared with me in an interview, “We had a basic summer economy here,” and for years,
that was not only true, but it was also accepted.

Lynn has seen many versions of Garrett County but was integral in shaping the early focus on
four-season tourism in the late 1960’s as Executive Director of The Deep Creek Lake—Garrett
County Promotion Council, Inc. When he talks about those early days, you can still hear how
uncertain it all felt, because at that time, the idea that winter could be an asset rather than an ob-
stacle wasn’t obvious at all. Snow, after all, is romantic only in hindsight.

That’s where Wisp enters the story, not as the polished, four-season ski resort we know today,
but as a genuine leap of faith that forced the county as a whole to reconsider what was possible.

“Wisp was obviously a real boom for the winter season,” Lynn told me. Through the visionary
leadership of founder Helmuth “Ace” Heise 70 years ago, Wisp Resort changed the economic
and psychological calendar for the entire Western Maryland region.

The Promotion Council itself was also the result of Heise’s vision and ingenuity. The organi-
zation is recognized as a major factor in the early development and growth of tourism in the
County. It spearheaded a concerted and
organized functional effort to make the
Mountaintop a recreational destination
and its membership included small busi-
nesses, County government, community
leaders, and other organizations with a
common goal to create a viable tourism
industry worthy of Garrett County’s
attributes and opportunities.

Although the Council no longer exists as
a stand-alone entity, it played a signifi-
cant role during the county’s formative
tourism years. It has since merged with
the Garrett County Chamber of Com-
merce.

What really stands out in talking with
Lynn about his experience, though, is his |
deep appreciation for Garrett County.

Lynn’s perspective on all of this is shaped
in part by the fact that he didn’t just come
across as a promoter, but as a commu-
nicator. Before the promotion council Lynn Beckman (L) with Senator Joseph Tydings
chapter of his life, he had worked as a broadcast

journalist. “We already had all of the elements,”

he told me. What was missing, in those early days, was the story that tied them together and the
dedicated effort to put that story in front of the right people.

One of the places that story took physical shape was in the traveling display the county used at
sports and outdoor shows. Lynn remembers it in very specific detail; created by local talent Asa
Stanton and Bill Reny (better known as William Renshaw from WMSG Radio) for the design and
hand lettering.

The display itself was a kind of three-dimensional argument for the idea of four seasons before
that phrase had fully taken hold. Summer, of course, was there. Fall was there too, framed around
hunting and the county’s autumn beauty, long before there was any such thing as an Autumn
Glory Festival. Winter was represented by Wisp, skiing, and ice fishing. Deep Creek Lake carried
both recreation and investment, with Sky Valley standing in for what development could look
like. Even spring had its place, promoted as the season for freshwater fishing in the lake and the

mountain streams. And then there was the trout.

One of the most eye-catching parts of the whole display was a large, taxidermy-mounted trout
that, at the time, held the Maryland state record for its species. The fish had been caught by
Simon Cogley in the Red Run area of the lake and usually hung at Johnny Marple’s Bait House
along Route 219 when it wasn’t on the road. For each travel show, Lynn would borrow the
mount, load it up, and hang it on the display, a literal centerpiece meant to stop people in their
tracks and start conversations.

Every year, the circuit of
travel and sportsmen’s
shows would culminate at
a show in Cleveland, which
was billed as the premier
show for both the U.S. and
Canada markets. It was the
biggest by far, and also, in
some ways, the most chal-
lenging. The crowds were
large and curious, but they
were also skeptical, espe-
cially when it came to the
idea of going south to ski.

Lynn remembers the com-
ments vividly. “Oh, yeah,
skiing in Maryland. Down
south. Yeah. I’ll bet.”

That disbelief was hard,
because Lynn was gen-
uinely excited about the

This College Comes with Crampons

There are some experiences you expect to need a plane ticket, a big-budget guide service, or
a once-in-a-lifetime splurge to ever have. And then there are the ones you can access because
you go to college in Garrett County.

This January, a group of Garrett College students stood on the summit of Mount Washington
in New Hampshire (one of the most extreme and weather-beaten mountains in the world) as
part of their coursework in the Outdoor Leadership & Adventure Education program.

“I felt like I was in the Arctic,” said stu-
dent Ashlynn Anderson. “But I was really
glad I did it. It was a really cool accom-
plishment.”

Mount Washington is famous for its bru-
tal winter conditions. The mountain has
recorded some of the highest wind speeds
ever measured on Earth, and even on
good days, winter ascents demand prepa-
ration, focus, and respect for the environ-
ment. It has dangerous exposure to ice
faces, weather conditions and heights and
takes specialized training to stay safe.

Enter the Garrett College program.

The climb was part of OLA 125: Intro-
duction to Alpine Climbing, a 12-day
immersive, three-credit course in Garrett
College’s Outdoor Leadership & Adven-
ture Education program, led by Program
Director Andrew Hershey. This is a full
expedition experience including ice
climbing, avalanche education, winter
backcountry camping, technical skills
training, and ultimately, a summit attempt
on one of the Northeast’s most iconic peaks.

Day 1: Ice Climbing (look for the
two climbers at the top of the ice face)

The course began weeks earlier with preparation and planning, then took students north for
nearly two weeks of hands-on learning in the White Mountains. Along the way, they earned
their ATARE Level 1 avalanche certification, learned to use crampons and ice tools, practiced

self-arrest techniques, and built real-world mountain experience.

For many students, including Brooks Mead, this was a first. “I’d never done anything like
this before,” Brooks said. “Using crampons was completely new. It was fun but it was very
tiring. Just the ice picking was a workout.”

His mom, Julie, saw opportunity in the experience. “As a mother, I felt really comfortable
with the group. It’s legit and they take safety very seriously,” she said. “I loved that he got to
have this kind of experience through school.”

That’s a big part of what makes this
program special: this isn’t a far-away,
elite experience reserved for students at
big-name mountain schools. It’s hap-
pening right here, for local students,
through Garrett College.

Most of the required technical gear

ucation degree, where students com-

plete a full field skills track—options

include alpine climbing, rock climbing,
mountain biking, paddlesports, and snow
sports. These aren’t “try-it-once” classes. Each field course involves long days, real environ-
ments, and professional-level training.

Summit Day on Mt. Washington

Anderson says the Mount Washington experience changed how she sees what’s possible

and that may be the biggest takeaway of all. Students don’t just come home with photos and
stories. They come back with confidence, technical skills, certifications, and the knowledge
that world-class experiences aren’t out of reach and they’re part of what’s available right here
at home.

Cashmere is
polished and elevated. Blair’s is modern and well-styled, and getting even bigger soon.
Secondhand Citizen is curated treasure-hunting at its finest, with the kind of unique pieces
you can’t find twice. Taken together, it really hit me: as a community, we’ve entered a new
era where shopping locally isn’t just something we say to be supportive. It’s actually a great
experience.

So that’s where I’'m landing as we head into February. I’'m looking forward to more winter
days that include a little snow, a little social time, and a lot of cozy home life in this new
space.

If you see me out and about, say hello. If you don’t, I’'m probably at home rearranging some-
thing for the fourth time, convinced this is the final version.

Brush & Lens Fusion:
A Conversation That Became a Collaboration
by Garrett County Arts Council

Every collaboration has a beginning, and for Jessica Fike and Collen DuBose, it started
not in a studio—but in a furniture store.

While visiting Railey Design to explore whether her Deep Creek Lake and Garrett Coun-
ty photography might live as wall art, Fike was encouraged to think beyond the traditional
photo canvas. The suggestion was simple
but transformative: layer the work, bring
in abstraction, and allow another medium
to enter the conversation. That suggestion
led her to DuBose—and to what would
become Brush & Lens Fusion.

The project’s first piece emerged from an
act of creative reclamation. A damaged
photo canvas—scratched and deemed
unusable—was reimagined when Du-
Bose applied bold acrylic paint over

a fog-softened Deep Creek Lake boat
scene. Visible brushstrokes, expressive
color, and texture transformed what might have been discarded into something entirely
new. That moment set the tone for the collaboration: responsive, experimental, and rooted
in possibility.

Through this piece, Bella explored layouts,
typography, image hierarchy, visual flow, and cohesive branding while applying the
core principles taught in ART 207.
